The proposed density and impervious surface 

lot coverage, including 3 driveways, are not compatible with the lower density residential uses 

in the vicinity; and 4. The proposal does not conform with the adopted comprehensive plan.

Introduction of proposed apartment complex project for Lot 2 North Cape Commons:  

Developer John DeWitt introduced the project.  The proposed apartment complex project will 

include three buildings with studio, 1-bedroom, and 2-bedroom apartments.  DeWitt would like 

to start construction before the end of the year on two of the three buildings.   

Consider date for a public hearing for rezoning Lot 2 North Cape Commons from R-3 multi-

family residential to PD-1 planned development:  Hoffman moved, Rooney seconded to set a 

public hearing for the proposed rezone application for Lot 2 North Cape Commons for 

Wednesday May 22, 2013.

Consider extraterritorial jurisdiction Certified Survey Map application from Lyle Opsal, 

Section 3 Town of Blue Mounds:  Shirley Mazanet, Lyle Opsal’s sister, spoke on behalf of the 

request.  Slavney indicated that although the 16.186 acre lot was over the five acre maximum 

per ordinance, the Village has historically allowed a farmstead to be split from the farmland 

without restriction, including lot size.  The presented survey was also missing the Village 

signature area.  Neither Slavney nor Village Engineer Rob Wright had any other concerns with 

the request.  Rooney moved, seconded by Densmore to recommend approval of the application 

to the Village Board with the condition that a Village of Mount Horeb signature area be added 

to the survey.  Motion carried. 

Discuss and consider existing non-conforming zoning concerns:  Village Planner Mike Slavney 

reviewed his April 10, 2013 memorandum.  The discussion was to make all non-conforming lots 

developed before April 3, 1934 conforming.  Densmore moved to table the item until the May
